PTO Minutes for March 3rd, 2010

Council on Aging- We will be making a donation of $50 to The Council on Aging as a “thank you” for their transport assistance.

Treasury Report- PTO currently has $27,000 in our account. $1700 was deposited for total cookie sales (not profit). Four basketballs were purchased for the school. $110 was given to the school library for the library books “wish list”.
Fundraising- The cookie fundraiser will give us a profit of roughly $800. Sue Rosa commented that we should plan next year to limit the amount of smaller fundraisers that we organize. The wrapping paper fundraiser raises quite a bit, but these other “smaller fundraisers” may be more of a hassle than a profit to us.

Winter Carnival Update – We are still looking to fill in some last-minute slots for carnival volunteers. We will set up as much as we can on Friday afternoon, leaving the remaining set up to take place Saturday AM before the event.

Basket Raffle- Quite a few tickets have been pre- purchased. We will collect money envelopes from the classrooms on Friday and see where we stand in terms of pre-purchase revenue. At this time, we have money from about 18 families which totals $150, so selling beforehand seems to make the raffle more profitable.
Cake Walk- Flyers and announcements for “cakes wanted” will go out tomorrow. There will be a contest for the most cakes turned in by a class. 

Protocol for Requests – We discussed a format for how requests by teachers and staff need to be submitted. 

Requests should be typed up and given to a PTO member prior to a scheduled meeting. In certain instances, the request could be deemed an emergency, so a phone or e-mail vote among the four board members would suffice.
With regard to field trips, the teacher should approach PTO with a field trip “budget”. Once PTO has been notified of the cost, then the request will go to the Principal for approval.

Teacher Requests –Ms. Purdin asked for laminator paper on behalf of the teaching staff. We approved the request.  We will look into buying the rolls in bulk, so we have not approved a specific dollar amount at this time.

Ms. Durant and Ms. Grocki have requested field trip money to take the 3rd grade to the Wenham Museum to tour the museum’s colonial exhibit. They have asked for $600-$700, depending on which of two programs they choose to do while there.

Ms. Durant asked for and was approved $300 to replace the bulb in her Smart board screen. 

Classroom Supplies – PTO discussed teachers’ needs in terms of “wish lists” and also supplies for their classrooms. We had a big discussion about how we can streamline the process of getting yearly supplies for each child. Ms. Mulcahy will meet with the teachers to talk about putting together a joint list of common supplies such as notebooks, crayons, pencils, etc…so that these items can be purchased in bulk and PTO can possibly help pay for them ahead of time. This would save both time and money for parents.
