a. Superintendent Search: Dr. Lisi stated that MASC & MASS have been contacted to post the superintendent position.  The opening will be posted on our school website and a search committee is in the process of being formed.

b. FY 2010 Budget: Dr. Lisi explained that the FY 2010 budget includes estimated costs for tuition paid to the Swampscott Public Schools for grades 7-12, professional staff salaries, all anticipated SpEd costs, instructional assistants salaries, custodial salaries, instrumental music & other after school activities, increased work year for technology specialist, staffing for Learning Center, and library supplies/equipment.  This budget, fully funded will enable to the School Department to maintain existing programs & staffing configurations.  However, this budget is approximately $185,223 over the net school spending amount for FY 2010 of $2,893,349.  This amount is approximately $84,000 less than what was spent in FY ’08 and $131,996 less than was spent in FY ’07.
