Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by Mr. Long in Nahant Town Hall.  Mrs. Schiffenhaus was absent.

Superintendent’s Report

a. Anti-Bullying Legislation: Dr. Devaux explained that on Monday, May 3, 2010, Governor Patrick signed the much anticipated anti-bullying bill into law.  There are numerous provisions of the law about which school personnel should be aware.  Among them are the following: The specific definition of “bullying” and “cyber-bullying” as well as the specific responsibilities of school staff members to report incidents of bullying which have been witnessed or have become aware of.  School districts must file their bullying prevention plan with DESE on or before December 31, 2010.  Dr. Devaux will submit a draft policy for review at the next meeting.

b. Request not to Maintain K-12 School District: Dr. Devaux explained that in accordance with provisions of Chapter 71, Sections 1, 4, and 6 it is required that the DESE be petitioned to permit Nahant not to maintain grades 7-12 for the 2010-2011 school year and to tuition students to Swampscott Public Schools in accordance with the existing agreement between the two towns.  This vote is an annual requirement.  Motion by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Flynn not to maintain grades 7-12 for the 2010-2011 school year and direct the Superintendent to submit the appropriate letter and required documentation to the DESE.  Roll Call Vote: Mr. Flynn-yes, Ms.Kendall-yes, Mr. Wilson-yes, Mr. Long-yes.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

c. School Choice Vote: The Superintendent explained that this vote is an annual requirement.  The results of the vote will be forwarded to DESE.  Motion by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Flynn not to participate in School Choice for the 2010-2011 school year. Roll Call Vote: Mr. Flynn-yes, Ms.Kendall-yes, Mr. Wilson-yes, Mr. Long-yes.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
