a. FY 2010 Budget Status: Dr. Devaux reported on the status of the FY 2010 budget. A change in placement for a special education student has resulted in a deficit in special education tuition of approximately $180,000.  At the next meeting, Dr. Devaux will return to the Committee with a plan to address the shortfall.

a. FY 2011 Preliminary Budget Proposal: Dr. Devaux reviewed the FY 2011 preliminary budget proposal.  He explained that the proposal is intended to provide an initial outline of anticipated budget expenditures.  The planning process at this time is based upon certain assumptions and known information about costs as they are estimated for FY 2011.  There will be a need to adjust this preliminary proposal based on the following information as it becomes available: actual state aid to the Town, finalization of any contractual agreements, and a more precise view of special education costs and the need for classroom teaching assistants.  This budget is predicated on an assumed minimum net spending to be very close to FY 2010 and therefore projects no significant cost increases.
