Superintendent’s Report

a. FY 2010 Budget Status: Dr. Devaux reported on the FY 2010 budget shortfall in the Special Education-Private School tuition account (approximately $190,000).  He explained that in order to address this issue he is working on a combination package of funding to include the following: budget freezes on all discretionary accounts, application to the State for foundation reserve grant monies, use of the FY 2011 override monies ($104,000) this year to be replaced by Circuit Breaker monies next year, a possible request for a reserve fund transfer, and amendments to current grants to redirect monies.

b. Principal’s Report: Mrs. Mulcahy reported that the Student Council has undertaken an effort to raise funds for the earthquake victims in Haiti.  The proceeds from the January 29th Movie Night will be donated to Oxfam America.  Mrs. Mulcahy informed the Committee that Mr. David Brady will begin medical leave on Monday, February 8th. Mrs. Diana Hennessey will be the long-term substitute for his class.

Old Business

a. FY 2011 Preliminary Budget Proposal: Dr. Devaux gave an update on the FY 2011 budget proposal.  He stated that since distributing the initial proposal, the following areas are under review: Swampscott tuition figures, Special Education out of district tuition, SpEd contracted services, kindergarten enrollment, preschool tuition & enrollment, and facility use rates.
