Superintendent’s Report
a. Approval of Out of State Field Trip: Per School Committee policy, any out-of state field trips by Nahant student require the approval of the Committee.  This year the 6th grade class trip will be held on Friday, June 11th at Canobie Lake Park in New Hampshire. a. School Committee Calendar 2010-2011: This item was tabled to the next meeting.

b. FY 2011 Budget-Extraordinary Relief Funds (SPED): Dr. Devaux explained that we have received notification that our Circuit Breaker extraordinary relief amount is $112,213. This amount is substantially higher than estimated.  Combined with the flexibility to use the $104,019 approved in Article 12 at Town Meeting in either FY ’10 or FY ’11 we will be able to pay all FY ’10 special education tuition costs.  Procedurally, we need to bring our budget in line with the Town Meeting appropriation that was $2,652,954 which is $34,436 less than the budget that the Committee voted at the public hearing on March 23rd.  We will make up the difference by not using the full $104,019 in FY ’10.  We can further reduce our use of Article 12 money by using end of year balances instead of Article 12 monies.  The only action to be taken at this time is to reduce the FY 2011 budget to match the town meeting appropriation.  Upon the recommendation of the Superintendent, a motion was made by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Flynn to reduce Special Education-Private School tuition by $34,346 for a final FY 2011 budget total of $2,652,954.  Roll Call Vote: Ms. Kendall-yes, Mr. Wilson-yes, Mrs. Schiffenhaus-yes, Mr. Flynn-yes.  All in favor.  Motion passed.
