a. Principal’s Report: Mrs. Mulcahy reported that Open House was held on Thursday, September 23rd. MCAS/AYP Report: Dr. Devaux was pleased to report that the Johnson School ELA and Math test results of the 2010 MCAS tests demonstrated a significant increase in student achievement compared to 2009 and are also the highest scores in the history of the district.  The tests are the basis for reaching AYP (Adequate Yearly Progress) standards established for all public schools in Massachusetts.  AYP has two performance levels as targets.  There is an improvement target score and also a higher performance target score for each school.  The Johnson School test results provided dramatic increases in both subjects and exceeded both the improvement standard and the higher performance standard in both ELA and Math.
