Nahant School Committee Minutes

9/7/10

Call to Order: The meeting was called to order by Mr. Long at 7:00 p.m. in Nahant Town Hall.  All members were present.

Correspondence & Community Input

Examination & Authorization for Payment of Bills

Superintendent’s Report

a. September Enrollment: Dr. Devaux reviewed the enrollment numbers for the 2010-2011 school opening-PreK-34, K-22, Grade 1-29, Grade 2-36, Grade 3-23, Grade 4-29, Grade 5-24, Grade 6-36.  The total enrollment for Johnson School is 231 students as of 8/30/10.  

b. FY 2011 Education Jobs Bill: Dr. Devaux explained that approximately $204 million in Education Jobs funds have been awarded to Massachusetts. On August 24, Governor Patrick announced that these funds would be allocated to school districts in conjunction with the state's Chapter 70 school funding formula. The Education Jobs Fund Program is a new, one-time appropriation the U.S. Department of Education is awarding to governors to save or create education jobs for the 2010-2011 school year. Jobs funded under this program include those that provide educational and related services for early childhood, elementary, and secondary education. Nahant will receive $34,021 from this grant which can be used over two years if necessary.
c. Snow Delay Procedures Pre-K Program: Dr. Devaux stated that in the event of a snow delay at the Johnson School, the Pre-K classes will be cancelled for the day.

Old Business

a. Building Use Rates 2010-2011: Dr. Devaux explained that the building use rates will not increase for 2010/2011 but some minor changes will be implemented.  He stated that all one day rentals will be required to pay all fees in advance And long term rentals are now required to pay 50% of all fees in advance.  The requested time will not be reserved until payment is received. Motion to accept changes to the Building Use Policy as presented by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Wilson.  Roll Call Vote: All in favor.  Motion passed.

New Business

a. Memorandum of Understanding with the Nahant Police Department: Dr. Devaux explained that the Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) formalizes the relationship between the District Attorney’s office, schools, & police.  The MOU assists schools & police by defining mandatory reportable acts and defines guidelines for communication concerning drugs, alcohol, and violence.
