Nahant School Committee Minutes

3/23/10

The Public Hearing regarding the FY 2011 School Department budget was called to order at 6:00 p.m. by Mr. Long  in Nahant Town Hall.  Mr. Flynn & Mrs. Schiffenhaus were absent.

The Superintendent provided an overview of the FY 2011 Budget Request.  In December 2009, the FY 2011 estimate of revenues included at 10% reduction in Chapter 70 School Aid.  Since March 10th, a number of key State officials have placed an estimate of 4% on the anticipated reduction.  Therefore, this budget proposal is based upon an estimate of a reduction of 4% in Chapter 70 school aid.  (See attached documents)
The Superintendent also outlined budget reductions in the amount of $28,900.  He explained that assuming the FY 2011 Circuit Breaker gain of $76,000 for one pupil at 40% reimbursement rate reduction can be made in this amount from #2300 Regular Education Teacher Salaries and will be restored by FY 2011 Circuit Breaker funds when received.

The Superintendent’s recommendation is to adopt an FY 2011 budget of $2,686,390 without transportation.

Motion by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Wilson to reduce the FY 2011 budget by $28,900 as outlined.  See attached.  Roll Call Vote: Ms. Kendall-yes, Mr. Wilson-yes, Mr. Long-yes.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

Motion by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Wilson to reduce #2300 Regular Education Teacher Salaries by $76,000 as outlined.  See attached.  Roll Call Vote: Ms. Kendall-yes, Mr. Wilson-yes, Mr. Long-yes.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

Motion to adopt the FY 2011 budget in the amount of $2,686,390 without transportation by Ms. Kendall, seconded by Mr. Wilson.  Roll Call Vote: Ms. Kendall-yes, Mr. Wilson-yes, Mr. Long-yes.  All in favor.  Motion passed.

The public hearing was closed at 6:30 p.m.
